In this family portrait, the Arba Minim (Four Species) pose inside 

their home, the sukkah. Outside, Clouds of Glory protect them from 

nebulous-lurking dangers just as these same angelic clouds protected 

the Camp of the Israelites from malevolent forces in the wilderness 

(as described in Sifrei Bamidbar 83 and elsewhere). Above, the Cloud 

of the Shekhinah spreads out just over the skhakh as illustrated in the 

commentary of Rabbi David Kimchi (1160-1236) on Isaiah 4:5: “In the 

beginning, the Anan haKavod (Cloud of Glory) was stationed in the 

Mishkan (Tabernacle) and the Beit ha-Miqdash (Holy Temple), but when 

the exiles returned, the Cloud of Glory would appear over the houses 

of the wise and the great and the devout.” May all who take refuge 

within the sukkah be granted shelter and may all who seek peace 

within, between, and outside their tents, be granted everlasting peace 

for the sake of this beautiful world that we share together with all its 

many creatures, helpful or dangerous, familiar and unusual. 

When I began to think about this project, I thought of the horrors of 

October 7. How could I incorporate the idea of Sukkot and the horrors 

of a year ago? We were in Israel for the wedding of our granddaughter 

and for Sukkot. On that shabbat, which coincided with the final days 

of Shemini Atzeret and Simchat Torah (celebrated as a single day in 

Israel) immediately following Sukkot, the terrible news of the massacre 

reached us. I visualized the Shekhinah as the pillar of cloud sheltering 

and protecting the Israelites as they wandered in the Midbar and with 

the Clouds of Glory as their only protection against predators—human 

and nonhuman. May Hashem protect all of Israel now and forever.

Sukkot is a holiday of Emunah (trust). On Sukkot, we eat in the sukkah to 

remember Hashem’s protective cloud that accompanied us in the desert. 

Last Sukkot, I was in Israel, and we were having a wonderful time with 

friends and family. Then suddenly, we awoke to the sound of sirens, and we 

ran to the bomb shelter. It was October 7. My brother Ben came back to 

shul to check on us, and the next minute he received a call from reserves. 

With a quick hug goodbye, I had no idea I would not see him for the next 

several months. Baruch Hashem, we did on my father’s 60th birthday.  

Luminosity has a number of contextual meanings. The first is “clarity,” clarity 

for truth. Secondly, illumination follows the metaphor of the “light in the 

darkness” or the “hope when all looks bleak.” October 7 was a tragic day, 

but with every tragedy, there are those who rise to bring the light of hope. 

As a nation, Israel has united Modern, Reformed, and Hassidic alike. All 

denominations were able to put aside differences in aiding post-tragedy. 

This extended to many in the US and other countries as well. Relocating 

families, laundry, Shabbos meals, boxing care packages, BBQs, etc. Not to 

mention the war heroes of that eventful day like my brother, who had to 

drop out of medical school and join the reserves.

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The Jacob Rader Marcus Center  
of the American Jewish Archives 

The American Jewish Archives (AJA) is the largest free-standing repository 

dedicated to the preservation and study of the American Jewish experience. Since 

its founding in 1947, the fundamentals that have secured the AJA’s longevity 

remain: to collect and preserve the history of American Jews and make accessible 

the rich details of the American Jewish experience in a way that is accurate, 

innovative, and informative. 

Emma Lazarus (1849 - 1887) was an American poet, translator, and activist and 

one of the first Jewish-American authors to achieve national stature. She is best 

remembered for “The New Colossus,” an 1883 sonnet that contains the iconic 

“lines of world-wide welcome” inscribed at the base of the Statue of Liberty and 

included on our panel.  

This year’s theme of Luminosity allowed the AJA to highlight the Statue of 

Liberty with its iconic torch as a symbol of freedom and liberty for people fleeing 

discrimination and persecution. We were also able to showcase the work of a 

remarkable young Jewish woman whose poem helped to redefine liberty for all 

Americans and whose prose and poetry is, more generally, distinguished by its 

Jewish content and an impassioned Jewish concern.  

Following the assassination of Tsar Alexander II in 1881 in Russia, there was 

an explosion of antisemitic violence, and thousands of Jews fled the Pale of 

Settlement for America, bringing a huge wave of Eastern European Jewish 

immigrants to America’s shores. Lazarus, a highly educated woman descended 

from an American colonial family and a staunch defender of Jewish rights, 

was deeply concerned with the spread of antisemitism in the world and highly 

influenced by her immigrant relief work at Ward’s Island in New York.  

The beautiful lines of her sonnet serve as a reminder that America started as a 

refuge for those that have been oppressed, one which has been strengthened by 

the hard work, ingenuity, and brilliance of the diversity of the American population.

Jewish Cemeteries of Greater Cincinnati (JCGC) serves the burial needs of the 

Greater Cincinnati Jewish community with care and dignity and honors the 

resting places of our people.

On July 1, 2024, JCGC discovered that vandals had knocked over a total of 176 

monuments in our Tiferath Israel and Beth Hamedrash Hagodol (Golf Manor 

#4) cemeteries in Covedale. The destruction was devastating. 

Our thoughts immediately turned to the dark—the motive behind the action, 

the sadness and anger felt by the families, the work required to upright the 

monuments.  

But soon thereafter, we could see the light—the hundreds of individuals around 

the country and of varying faiths who donated to our special repairs fund, the 

many who offered to physically help, and that we were able to connect living 

relatives to hundreds of people buried in our cemeteries.  

The work to upright the monuments is far from over. If you would like to be a 

light, please go to jcemcin.org to make a donation or email info@jcemcin.org to 

become a contact for your relatives buried in our cemeteries.

This is a collaborative piece created at a mussar immersive after a creative practice 

text study bridging the ritual of mourning the destruction of the temple with 

the destruction of black bodies as a temple. Recognizing that destruction is a 

constant all around us. We explored holding mourning alongside joy, allowing 

us to build and create anew, akin to the transition between the nine days of 

mourning leading up to Tisha B’Av and the seven haftarot of comfort. Twenty-two 

participants did individual work before collaborating on this piece.

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PJ Library of Cincinnati 

PJ Library sends free high-quality Jewish children’s books to families every 

month. These stories spark conversations that inspire the whole family to 

explore and celebrate what they love about Jewish life. 

The program was created by the nonprofit Harold Grinspoon Foundation 

(HGF) in keeping with its mission to help people connect to Jewish values, 

traditions, and culture while building vibrant Jewish communities. The HGF 

partners with local Jewish organizations to fund PJ Library and make it 

available in their community. 

PJ Library programs are now offered in 40 countries. That’s over seven million 

children’s books a year being enjoyed by families around the globe. But PJ 

Library doesn’t just send books—it helps families to connect to, experience, 

and strengthen Jewish community. 

Our project embodies the spirit of letting children’s imaginations run free. 

We intentionally minimized adult intervention, allowing the children to 

express themselves fully through their choices of colors, placements, and 

personal messages. Over one weekend, 60 children participated in this 

collaborative effort at three different PJ Library Parent Connector-led events, 

demonstrating the vibrant community PJ Library of Cincinnati offers to 

families raising Jewish children. 

The central theme of our panel is simple, yet profound: children’s handprints, 

placed in whatever order (or delightful chaos) they chose. Once the paint 

dried, they were encouraged to reflect on how they could bring more light 

into the world. A few of our favorite responses are “pick up trash” and “no 

wars, yes peace,” accompanied by drawings of trees, hearts, and other 

symbols of hope. 

This project is more than just a collection of handprints; it is a testament to 

the innocence, creativity, and boundless potential of our children to make a 

difference. We hope this artwork inspires others as much as it has inspired us.
